Monash University Skydiving Club Operations
Introduction

The goal of MUSC is to provide a facility for students to develop skydiving skills with a goal of representing the university at national championship level and promote he sport to a wider audience.

Due to the costs associated with parachuting operations, fund raising is an objective of the club and will allow members to develop business management skills.

All club operations will be conducted in a responsible and professional manner. All club parachuting and skydiving will be conducted at parachute centres affiliated with the Australian Parachute Federation in accordance with APF operating rules and operations manual.

MUSC does not support Base Jumping or parachuting activities outside the jurisdiction of the Australian Parachute Federation.

Memberships

All persons involved in club activities must be paid up members. Members must be eligible for Monash University Sports and Recreation. This includes, Monash student/staff member, Monash University graduate, spouse of student/staff member/authorised user, Monash Unicomm staff member, graduate of another university, special authorised user. (Membership of the SRA may be required and additional detail and rates are available from the Sports and Recreation Association).

Trip Safety

Prior to departure on a skydiving trip, a list of names and emergency contacts and trip itinerary must be prepared and a copy lodged with SRA administration. SRA personal accident insurance will provide cover during the trip except when engaging in parachuting and skydiving. Additional cover is available from the parachuting centre. Considerable third party insurance cover is included as a part of Australian Parachute Association membership. (Three month APF membership is included in the first jump course cost). All care will be taken by the club to ensure club operations are conducted safely, however members agree to participate in skydiving activities at their own risk and agree not to hold the club liable for incidents arising from club organised activities.

Skydiving Trip

Here are a few notes for you to prepare for your weekend and ensure you enjoy it to the full. We will leave from Clayton on Friday evening and return on Sunday night.

Travel

Meet at the Nottinghill Pub on Friday at 6:30pm for dinner in the Bistro. You can have dinner at the pub if you want to, but the group will be leaving at 8:00pm sharp. If you have your own transport and are prepared to drive, please notify the organising committee member on the booking sheet, including whether you can take passengers. If you live a long way from campus and want to travel independently, please contact the organising committee member in advance. We will be travelling back to Melbourne on Sunday evening.

What to Bring

· Clothing: Some comfortable clothing for Saturday and Sunday, i.e. sneakers, tracksuit pants, t-shirts, sweatshirt and jacket, and shorts if the weather is hot. Avoid clothes like tight jeans that may restrict movement and don’t wear any boots with hooks.

· Sunscreen and insect repellent are recommended.

· Sleeping bag and pillow.

· Toiletries and towel.

· Torch.

There are showers and bathroom facilities on site. There is also a kiosk for breakfast or lunch, but you can bring some snack food and drink if you like. A BBQ dinner will be provided for you Saturday night.

Payment

You will have paid a $50 deposit in order to secure your place in the jump course, so the balance will need to be paid to the drop zone when you register for the course. When you have paid the jump fee in full, the drop zone will give you a receipt. Do not lose this, otherwise you will not be able to claim back the subsidy from SRA.

Photography/Videography

You can have your jump filmed and photographed, but this is at your own expense. The prices are $80 for Video and $105 for Video and Stills.

Alcohol and Drugs

Skydiving and drugs or alcohol do not mix. If you are found or suspected of taking drugs or alcohol during parachuting operations, the Club reserves the right to cancel your membership and you will not be allowed to jump. When you have completed your jump and do not intend to jump again, you may drink away from parachuting operations. You should not be jumping if you have been drinking less than eight hours beforehand.

If you take prescription drugs which you think may affect your ability to jump, please discuss this with your pharmacist or instructor.

Drop Zone Etiquette

You will be on an airfield with frequent aircraft movements. Spinning propellers are almost invisible and highly dangerous. Pilots have limited vision from the cockpit. If you are in an area where there is an aircraft taxiing, give way to the aircraft and move away. Smoking is not permitted within 15m of the aircraft, fuel stocks, parachute equipment and in the buildings. Keep away from aircraft unless accompanied by an instructor or the pilot. Keep off the runway. Do not enter the landing area unless you have permission from an instructor. When crossing the runway, look for aircraft in both directions before crossing briskly and give way to aircraft.

Do not interfere with parachute equipment. When walking across the packing areas, tread carefully and do not walk on the equipment. Keep out of the video equipment and parachute equipment rooms.

Glasses/Contact Lenses

You can wear either form of sight correction, but contacts are probably more comfortable and can be worn under standard skydiving goggles. If you wear glasses, bring a cord to tie them on.

Health, Injuries and Disabilities

When you register for the course at the drop zone, you will answer some basic medical questions. If you are concerned about previous injuries, you may want to discuss it with your doctor beforehand. If you are over 40, a medical is required.

Cameras and Spectators

If you want to invite friends and family to witness you jump, tell them to visit on Sunday morning. Jumping starts at 9am. You can take photos on the ground but will not be able to take a camera with you in the aircraft or during your jump. Spectators need to obey the rules on drop zone etiquette, as outlined above. Dogs are not permitted and children must be supervised at all times.
